She is assigned to 
the Central USA Mission Field and she leads the 
Disciple and Priesthood Formation Ministries 
Team. Her previous employment includes disci-
ple formation ministries specialist for Communi-
ty of Christ, and director of orchestras for Lee’s 
Summit North High School and Bernard Camp-
bell Middle School in Lee’s Summit, Missouri. 
Janné attended the University of Missouri-
Columbia and obtained a Bachelor of Science in 
Education degree in vocal and instrumental mu-
sic K–12.
